It is proper dance etiquette and Studio policy 
to wear a cover-up to and from the studio.  
This applies to dancers of all ages.  Cover-
ups are simply any type of clothing that is 
worn over top of the leotard.  It should cover 
from the shoulders to the hips.  Dresses, 
shirts and shorts etc.  Dance skirts are not 
considered cover-ups-they are sheer.   
 
Younger dancers should keep their cover-ups 
in their dance bags.  This provides a change 
of clothing in case of “accidents.”  Thanks  in 
advance for your cooperation!! 

 
 
 

Label All Dancewear 
 

Please label your dancer’s clothing, dance bag 
and all dance shoes for changing and to find the 
owners of lost items.  The studio Lost and Found 
box is located in the downstairs waiting room at 
the bottom of the stairs.

Dancewear Reminder and Update 
 

Please note that for 3rd and 4th 
grade the black U-Shell taps are 
now recommended.  This is a 
change from the patent leather shoes 
which the 3rd graders have worn in 
the past. Jazz oxford tap shoes are 
now recommended for 4th grade and 
up. 
 
Please make sure to only purchase 
dance skirts that are sheer and that 
have nothing sewn onto them or 
hanging from them such as flower 
petals, stars or beads. These types 
of skirts often fall apart and create unsafe floors for danc-
ing and the possibility of a child swallowing and choking 
on a small item.   
 
Also please note that jazz pants should be pur-
chased at Pirouettes for our dancers taking extra jazz 
and tap classes.  These pants are often used in perform-
ances, so they must all be uniform. 

Studio Parking Procedures 
 
As we begin another dance season, we would like to 
familiarize everyone with our parking lot procedures:  
• All dance parents and dancers should enter the stu-

dio parking lot from Grantham Road via the alley 
next to the building.  Please exit out the rear alley 
onto Mill Road.  This creates a one– way flow of traf-
fic and maintains safety for all our dancers and their 
families.  

• Please park in the marked spaces only.  Do not park 
in the alley.  

• Do not park in spaces of neighboring apartments or 
homes.  

• Front, lined parking is reserved for staff only.   
• There is room for some street parking on Grantham 

Road.   
• Please be patient, some classes are dismissed at 

the same time and there may be periods of conges-
tion.   

• Older dancers may be dropped-off by the back en-
trance to the studio.   

• Younger dancers should be escorted into the build-
ing by an adult.
